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HOME...

The project: an investment office situated in one of Tel Aviv's skyscrapers
was designed according to a “Total Design” concept. The customeris a
very busy person who managed the project through remote control and
expected to be given special care at the administrative and design level.
Budget estimates and exact performance schedules were provided and
kept according to the strictest requirements presented by the customer.
In the design, a “lifestyle” concept was developed, suited to the customer
and his particular type of activity and applied into the space and the
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materials that emphasize it.The "lifestyle” concept of this project is an
office that is also a home, where activities take place without any of the
acceptable office hierarchy. The lack of formality is expressed by organizing
a space that allows different types of activity, using the office as if it were
a home. Clients come into a living room and those who are most familiar
can choose their own ice cream at the coffee-bar. Meetings take place

around the large table but also at the internet-bar counter.
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Presentations sometimes take place on the plasma screen located in
the meeting room and other times take the shape of audio-visual
showings in which lights and sounds fill the office, and meetings can
as naturally take place in the morning as become evening parties.
The concept created to suit this lifestyle/business, was an open home-
like loft. A place where various functions are created by using screens

and nets to provide semi-privacy, just like we could use at home. Just

as many homes today have no separation between living room and

kitchen, so here the meeting room and the coffee-bar don’t have to
be isolated and a business meeting can just as naturally be concluded
at the bar over a cup of coffee or a glass of wine.The intricacy of the
space needed several types of separations: the simplest was achieved
through physical architectural components like a heavy brick collonade
with illuminated wooden beams that divides the various areas.
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At another level, the space is arranged to make the client understand the
thin line between public and personal spacé, despite the fact that the
entire office is seen due to its openness, the borderlines are clearly specified
by the width of the corridors and the amounts of light.The materials
dominant and extreme, combining electronics, stainless steel, servers,

glass, plasma screens on cables and a massive and shiny “strangbox”

door with many natural materials that transmit stability and warmth, like

textured concrete walls, bricks, wooden beams, massive lines, thick
carpentry, fabric curtains and pleasant diffused lighting. They all belomg
to “Look & Feel” concept that requires using as many senses as possible
in order to enjoy them. Today’s architecture is no longer a derivative of
only the material used but extends to other areas, like illumination, sound,
touch, state of the art electronics and computers, and all the pessibllities

these can offer.
